Course Outline for all students entering in 2017 (Graduate program)
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1. Graduate students who meet the following requirements are qualified for graduation.

a. Have completed all required and elective courses and have fulfilled the credit requirements to 36
credits.

b. Have passed all required examinations conducted by their respective departments (graduate degree
programs) in accordance with the Master’s Degree Conferral Regulations.

c. Pass the requirements of Basic Professional Skills in order to graduate.

2. The numbers of total required course credits for graduation is 36.

3. A maximum of 10 credits outside DAE graduation program may be included in the minimum credits
required for elective professional courses. (Courses co-offered with other graduation programs with
university permission are counted as DAE requirements.)

4. Elective courses on this course curriculum may be counted toward total graduation credits by students
who entered the university prior to the 2017 academic year.

5. Additional required course credits can be counted toward total graduation credits by students who entered
the university prior to the 2017 academic year.

6. DAE reserves the rights to the modification of courses to be run in semesters.

7.According to general provisions for study of Ming Chuan University, graduate school students should
meet the English proficiency requirement and comply with its enforcement rules in order to graduate.

8. Students should meet the requirements of Ming Chuan University Guidelines for Taking Academic Ethics
Education Course prior applying for the Oral Examination for Thesis Plan.
